4. Ella Garcia: three month old baby, healthy. 
 
5. Mary Evans: eighteen, trade school education, wears glasses, artistic. 
 
6. Mr. Newton: twenty-five, starting last year of medical school, is unsure about his sexual orientation, music as a hobby, physical fitness nut. 
 
7. Mrs. Clark: twenty-eight, daughter of a minister, college graduate, electronics engineer, single now after a brief marriage, supporter of the World Wildlife Fund.
